What is a Parish Plan?

Process announced in 2000 ‘Rural White Paper’

‘helping rural communities take charge of their own
destinies’

Statement of how the community sees itself developing:
Reflects views of all sections of the community
Identifies valued features
Identifies problems and opportunities

Spells out vision of how residents want the community to
develop in the future

Prepares an action plan to achieve the vision

Why do a Parish Plan?

Gives a voice to the community
Empowers the Parish Council

The Plan will provide:
A way to influence decisions by other authorities

A basis for action by people in the Parish
A route to winning funds for local initiatives
A boost to the Parish Council's standing




Why is it different?

Consultation based process
In line with current government thinking

Seen to be community driven
Provides evidence base as to community’s

wishes
Importance of a demonstrable consultation exercise

Follows a documented process
Detailed in Government guidance

The Parish Plan is a document with a recognised status

Who produces it?

The Government Guidance:
Parish Council takes ultimate responsibility

The work should be undertaken by a Steering group drawn
from the community

The Steering group should be supported by Working groups
In Rainow:

Parish Council held a public meeting
Volunteers sought
Steering group and Focal groups established
